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	 Evan went on to educate the teen 
regarding the presence and importance of 
animals in the food chain. It was a day of 
unforgettable enlightenment for Jeremiah. 
	 While this may appear a bit extreme, many 
children who come to Texas Boys Ranch do 
not realize where their food comes from – or 
how much groceries cost.
	 On any given day, forty-eight girls and 
boys sit around dining tables in one of our 
campus cottages or at our children’s shelter. 
They get their fill of home-cooked meals, 
nutritious snacks and fresh fruit. 
	 Before coming to Texas Boys Ranch, the 
diets of many of these children consisted of 
little more than chips, junk food and soda. A 
number of them have experienced extreme 
hunger. 
	 Thankfully, this is no longer the case for 
them!

On any given day, forty-eight girls and boys 
sit around dining tables in one of our campus 
cottages or at our children’s shelter. They get

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	        Jeremy Walker 
recently joined the 
Texas Boys Ranch 
staff. He is Director of 
Education, Recreation 
and Spiritual 
Development. His 
duties encompass a 
wide spectrum (as his 
title suggests). In an 

interview, he described what he does.
	  “I develop and maintain all areas of 
programing for the Campus Program, as 
well as the Shelter Program in regards to 
Education and Recreation. This includes 
the regular upkeep and development of the 
Education and Recreation facility.  
	  Additionally, I develop programming 
for our children and staff that focuses on 
spiritual and emotional health.  This is 
accomplished through regular contact with 
staff on an individual, small group, and large 
group setting.  
    I also provide staff with a variety of 
tools for their personal growth, which will 
hopefully increase the overall health of those 
around them.”   
	 A former youth pastor, Jeremy’s 
compassion for young people and his desire 
to see them grow make him a perfect fit for 
his role at TBR. He is organized, focused and 
a definite prayer warrior. He is spiritually 
mature beyond his years. 

	 When asked about the challenges of his 
new position, Walker responded with the 
following statement.
	 “The biggest challenge in my work here 
is the sheer magnitude of the task.  We 
have the opportunity to serve the children 
in our care for only a short time, but the 
ramifications of our efforts can last for 
eternity.  I feel the weight of scripture 
every day as we attempt to, ‘make the best 
use of the time, because the days are evil.’ 
Ephesians 5:16 [ESV] “
	 In the few months Jeremy has been at 
Texas Boys Ranch, he has blessed both our 
children and our staff. He also feel blessed in 
his new ministry.
	  “The blessing that I am most thankful 
for right now is the confirmation that the 
Lord has led my family here, and that He 
is preparing me for new and exciting work 
in the future.  To know that I heard the 
Lord speak, and obeyed his call is the most 
valuable blessing I could have.”

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     What comes to 
mind when you think 
of a counselor? Some 
people envision 
a stuffy, serious 
interrogator sitting 
with legs crossed, 
peering over her 
eyeglasses, scribbling 
on a notepad while the 

client answers questions and shares his/her 
innermost thoughts.
	 Rest assured that none of the girls 
and boys at Texas Boys Ranch would ever 
describe Kendra Jones in this manner. 
Kendra completed her internship and 
required licensure hours at the ranch and 
never left. She has served as one of our 
counselors for four years. 
	 Her love for children is obvious, as is her 
compassion and desire to make a real and 
lasting difference. Jones says that one of her 
favorite things about working at Texas Boys 
Ranch is the “impact I can potentially have 
on the children I work with; to help provide 
healing and comfort during times of distress 
and trauma.” This is why her work is not so 
much a job, but more of a mission. 
	 Kendra’s responsibilities include 
providing therapeutic services for children 
and families. Many of the children she works 
with have experienced trauma. This is one of 
her areas of expertise. Another area Kendra 

specializes in is equine therapies – using 
horses in the therapy process. Although she 
sometimes feels she can’t do enough to help 
these children, she does not give herself 
enough credit. The following account, in 
Kendra’s own words, proves this point.
	 “I was seeing a young man in counseling 
who was very angry. He had experienced 
several traumatic experiences and was 
expressing himself aggressively. He would 
bite, hit, kick, head butt, and scream at 
staff. I was in session with him and he 
became irritated. He became aggressive. As I 
watched him, I saw the anger inside that he 
was trying to release. I asked if he needed a 
hug and after some time he finally came to 
me, crying and allowed me to hug him as he 
cried. The sessions were difficult and took 
months, but at this time he is in an adoptive 
home with his other siblings. When I began 
working with him, I was unsure if he would 
be able to be placed with his siblings or in a 
home due to his behavior. I saw the impact 
his foster parents (who are now his forever 
parents) had on his healing and success. 
They were patient and a pivotal part of his 
progress and where he is today.”
	 Serving as a counselor can be somewhat 
stressful. How does a therapist relieve stress? 
When Kendra needs to relax, she enjoys 
reading, music, sports and (SURPRISE!) 
horseback riding. What a blessing this young 
lady is to TBR!

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       Texas Boys Ranch is very 
grateful and thankful for every 
one of you.  It is with your gifts 
that young people are helped and 
supported at TBR.

We 
have been blessed with good returns during 
most of the past few years.  Our endowment is 
growing, but remains fairly small compared to 
many endowment programs. 
	 The TBR Foundation annually distributes 

TBR Foundation: Building for the Future
part of the earnings of the endowment to the 
Ranch’s costs of operations. These distributions 
can be used by the Ranch for existing expenses 
or to provide specific services if so designated 
by a donor or donors.  This provides a ‘cushion’ 
for the Ranch to be sure expenses are paid and 
services delivered.
	 In future articles we will look at various 
types of endowment gifts: named endowments, 
endowments for specific uses, gifts that can 
give back to the donor such as Charitable 
Gift Annuities, Charitable Remainder Trusts, 
Charitable Lead Trusts; gifts of stock, insurance, 
and retirement accounts; Life Estate gifts, and 
others as we have the opportunity.

	 This passage reminds us that the struggles of 
this world are real, and the affect that they have 
on every person in the Texas Boys Ranch family 
is real. This passage teaches us to be honest 
about how we feel and teaches us to care deeply 
about how others feel. When we see someone 
rejoicing we have the freedom to rejoice, and 
when we see someone weeping we have the 
freedom to weep.
	 One of my ongoing prayers for our 
organization is that we will truly live in harmony 
with one another, sharing in both the joys and 
the struggles of life.
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The future is bright for Texas Boys Ranch. How do we know? On Monday, November 6, 2017, 
a group of prayer warriors walked our campus, joined hearts and petitioned our Almighty 
Father on behalf of the children we serve, their families and our staff. We reiterated our 
mission of “Sharing Jesus, Healing Hearts, Transforming Lives.” When we trust and obey, He 
provides everything we need just when we need it. Please continue to pray for the Texas Boys 
Ranch ministry.
